(Aug. 25, 2017) - The Sunshine Canyon Landfill team announced
today that they have met another deadline supporting efforts to collect and control
of landfill gas. This week the team completed application of a thick, flexible spray-on
cover, one of the multiple enhanced covers being used to prevent landfill gas from
escaping. In total, we applied 38.5 acres to the Landfill, surpassing our goal.
